We have begun our usual cleaning of all the rooms, tables, 
chairs and replacing of the air filters in all the rooms. The 
hallways, restrooms, locker rooms and both gyms all need 
cleaning and touch -up painting. Our staff takes a lot of pride in 
the appearance of our building  and grounds.  
 
Our first project is going to be in the Elementary Library. We 
will begin phase II of the Library shelving project, taking down 
all books so we can remove the shelving. We are painting the 
room to match the High School side that was finishe d last 
summer. Next we will be assembling all the new shelving, then 
returning books to the shelves in proper order.  
 
Upon completion of the Library project, we will be cleaning out 
our storage shed in the courtyard area; adding insulation and 
drywall. Ou r goal is to heat the shed, as the basement below the 
shed is already heated. This creates a new location for storage of 
chemicals and cleaning supplies outside of our school building. 
This will make our school a safer place for the kids, as well as 
free up a little storage area in the school.  
 
We are also making some added improvements to the girl¬s 
locker  room  to make it safer for our girls and the visiting boy¬s 
teams. We will also be adding two new camera¬s to our school. 
The first camera will be adde d to our Hornet¬s Nest. This will 
give us full view of our gym. The other camera will b e looking 
out at our playground/ parking lot just to the West of the Doll 
Gym. These two cameras will h elp us in the future if issues arise 
in these areas. 
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We are lookin g into replacing the shingles on the roofs over the kitchen door and the small 
storage shed next to the shop. The shingles are in pretty bad shape and need to be replaced.
